ANGUILLA—More than fifty children are already enrolled in the after school 

tennis programme of the Anguilla Tennis Academy (ATA).  A well qualified staff of 

tennis professionals works with the children at the Ronald Webster Park with the 

aim of imparting top coaching and important life lessons through fun and effective 

drills and games.     

  Many of the participants are children who were involved in the programme last 

year or involved in the summer programme, and have progressed to the next level.
